Reauthorization — House INVEST in America Act

= Multimodal Transportation

*  New deadline for designation: 90 days after enactment
* Adds critical urban multimodal corridors
o Climate and equity consideration:
 state freight plans
= national multimodal freight policy and strategic plan

= Earmarks - ~1,470, with 10 in lowa — not final




Highway Trust Fund status

= Most recent CBO estimate: without additional revenue or a transfer of funds,
HTF will become insolvent sometime in the summer of 2022

= House bill would add $148 billion - with continued revenue, would carry HTF
through FY 26
