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TOWA is well defined as “The Beautiful
Land.” To those unfamiliar with her
scenic features, as well as to those who
already know lowa, she offers surpris-
ingly varied and interesting landscape.
The majestic, rugged hills, tree-clad val-
leys and rock exposures of the eastern
portion of the State; the gently rolling
terrain of the northern part, dotted here
and there with sparkling lakes; the hills
and dales of the Missouri Valley on the
west, and the rolling prairie of the central
portion, verging to a more deeply stream-
carved topography in the southern half,
all combine to delight the eye and to
challenge the statement that “lowa has
no scenic beauty.” 4

Iowa has 65 natural lakes of more tha
40,000 acres; her 50 state parks and pre-
serves cover some 9,000 acres, all in the
public domain. She has over 150,000
miles of streams and 2,000,000 acres of
woodland within her borders. With an
educated citizenry who live above the
fog in public duty and private thinking,”
blessed with a wonderful heritage of geo-
graphical position, geological formation
and climatological condition—with all of
these Iowa is “Conservation Conscious.”

In response to public demand, a survey
of the State’s natural resources has been
made, and a long-term development plan
evolved to insure their ‘“wise use for the
benefit of humanity.”” This plan, known
as the “lowa Twenty-five Year Conserva-
tion Plan,” pertains to the conservation
of soil, waters, woodlands, wild life and
game, fishery resources, and historical
and archaeological phases. In preparing
such a plan, Iowa has led all other states.

Readily accessible by good roads, many
beauty spots and recreational areas are
available. Leaving the - highway, one
may pause without trespass on public
areas that provide scenic views, outdoor
recreation, scientific information, his-
torical reminder and social diversion.
