The Grant Park Trail project will connect the City of Auburn with
nearby Sac County Conservation Board's Grant Park. Grant Park is
a beautiful 98 acre park that sits northwest of Auburn along the
North Raccoon River. This grant application is for the engineering
and design phase of the Grant Park Trail project. The initial design
for this multiuse trail includes a hard surfaced pathway, 10-foot wide
with 2-foot unpaved shoulders, 1.5 miles long. The trail surface will
consist of portland cement concrete, 5 inches thick. The trail section
that traverses the cemetery driveway will be 8 inches thick to
handle the occasional car and light truck traffic. That section of trail
is approximately 350 foot long. The rest of the trail will be restricted
to non-motorized bicycle or pedestrian type use and will be
constructed using a combination of private property and county
owned right of way.
