Including the 2025 Highway Program Amendment approved by the Commission in August 2024, we began FY 2025 over-programmed by $45.2 million. Through April, receipts to the Primary Road Fund have come in $0.1 million below forecast. Through the May letting, project costs are $98.9 million below programmed amounts. When all combined, the current highway program balance is $53.6 million under-programmed. Last month the program balance was $57.6 million under-programmed.
