For good cause and as consideration for executing this contract, Supplier through its duly authorized agent, conveys,
sells, assigns, and transfers to the State of lowa all rights, titles and interests in and to ail causes of action it may now
have or hereafter acquire under the antitrust laws of the United States and the State of lowa relating to the particular
goods and/or services purchased or acquired hereunder by the State of lowa through the Agency or its designated
purchasing agencies.
Supplier certifies that it is not in violation of lowa Code section 314.2 Interest In contract prohibited. No state or county
official or employee, elective or appointive, shall be directly or indirectly interested in any contract for the construction,
reconstruction, improvement, or maintenance of any highway, bridge, or culvert, or the furnishing of materials therefor.
The letting of a contract in violation of this section shall invalidate the contract and such violation shall be a complete
defense to any action to recover any consideration due or earned under the contract at the time of its termination.
Supplier certifies that It is an Equal Opportunity Employer and that it will, in the performance of this contract, comply with
all state and federal laws prohibiting discrimination.
By executing this contract, the Supplier certifies it is either (a) registered with the lowa Department of Revenue, collects,
and remits lowa sales and use taxes as required by lowa Code chapter 432; or (b) not a “retailer” or a “retailer maintaining
a place of business in this state" as those terms are defined in lowa Code subsections 423.1 (47) & (48). The Supplier
also acknowledges that the Agency may declare the contract void if the above certification is false. The Supplier also
understands that fraudulent certification may result in the Agency or its representative filing for damages for breach of
contract.
The parties agree if Supplier fails to comply with the terms of this contract Supplier shall pay Agency as liquidated
damages and not as a penalty the amount as specified on purchased equipment stated in the IFB Instructions.
