Contractor’s responsibility as their ECT.  You are also not able 
to satisfy the role of their Water Pollution Control Manager.   
However if the Prime Contractor is not mobilized onsite, the 
Prime Contractor may delegate to you the responsibility to 

attend weekly inspections if you have ESC Basics or ECT.

Note:  If you have Erosion Control 
Technician (ECT) certification, you meet 

the Erosion & Sediment Control (ESC) 
Basics training requirement.
