1. Ask for cooperating agencies if EIS is prepared; This is done with a scoping packet or early coordination letter.  See Tab 1 of Iowa FHWA Division Manual and the OLE Manual for more information.  

2. Agencies should be asked that have jurisdiction in the project area.  Listed above are the agencies that are most often asked for DOT projects.  Other agencies may be asked if they have special expertise, including: regional planning agencies, Iowa DNR, County Conservation Boards, Historical Societies, etc.  However, it is preferable to ask these agencies to be contributing agencies.  See Tab 1 or the Iowa FHWA Division Manual and the OLE Manual for more information.

3. Send FHWA a copy of the IC packet or Scoping letter where these requests occur as well as responses to the requests.

4. If there is a request to send the IC to governing officials (e.g. governor, state/federal legislature), notify supervisor/office director.
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
