Due to an�cipated seed shortage of Canada wildrye for the 2025 construc�on season, Roadside Development and the 

Construc�on & Materials Bureau have recommended an allowable change to the DOT’s rural stabilizing crop seeding mix 

as follows: 

 

2601.03, C, 1, b, Seed Mixture. 

Add note to Table 2601.03-1: 

*For 2025 construction season only, Canada wildrye (Elymus canadensis) may be substituted with 

an equal application rate of Virginia wildrye (Elymus virginicus).
