CIVIL RIGHTS IN IOWA

by a fine not exceeding $100 or im-
prisonment not exceeding 30 days.

Interstate — Day, 75; Night, 65;
Minimum, 40. County — Day, 60;
Night, 50. Also “As Posted” in towns
or on open road.

alphabetical order. Motor vehicle
registration plates carry their county
number as a prefix to the assigned
license number. Individual counties
are indexed with a letter and num-
ber for easy reference on the map.
For example, Dallas County can be
located at K-11.
