*Due to the limited Weigh-in-Motion Sites in the sample, a comparison to the average weekly count of the 4 weeks prior to March 13th was done rather 

than a 2019 to 2020 comparison, as was done for the total traffic data noted above.

Purpose: This report contains traffic data collected from over 120 Continuous Count Sites to report how traffic trends 

have changed since Friday March 13, 2020.

Therefore the percent change is not representative of a normal day to day comparison
