Purpose and Summary

The purpose of this proposed rule is to establish the eligibility of vehicles or equipment that are
not owned or operated by the Department to use flashing white lights in road work zones on state or
local highways.

Analysis of Impact

Text of Proposed Rulemaking
ITEm 1. Rescind 761—Chapter 135 and adopt the following new chapter in lieu thereof:

CHAPTER 135
WARNING LIGHTS ON VEHICLES OR EQUIPMENT IN ROAD WORK ZONES

761—135.1(321) White warning lights on vehicles or equipment in road work zones.

135.1(1) Purpose. The purpose of this rule is to establish the eligibility of vehicles or equipment
that are not owned or operated by the department to use flashing white lights in accordance with Iowa
Code section 321.423(7)“a.”

135.1(2) Eligibility. A vehicle or other equipment that is not owned or operated by the
department may use a flashing white light while the vehicle or other equipment is being used in road
work zones on state or local highways.

135.1(3) Information. Information regarding this rule is available from the Construction and
